New Sri Lankan President
vows to return Tamils’ land
grabbed by state agencies

Sri Lanka’s President Anu-
ra Kumara Dissanayake on
Sunday assured Tamils
that their land — currently
held by state agencies —
will be returned by his
government.

Mr. Dissanayake, who
was elected to the coun-
try’s top office in Septem-
ber, made the pledge at a
public rally in Jaffna, days
ahead of Sri Lanka’s No-
vember 14 parliamentary
polls. His promise evoked
instant cheer and applause
from the sizeable crowd
gathered at an open
ground adjoining St. An-
thony’s Church in the coas-
tal suburb of Passaiyoor.
Over the last few years, Ta-
mils living across the is-
land’s war-affected north
and east have been agitat-
ing to reclaim their lands
that state agencies, includ-
ing the archaeology and
forest departments, have
forcibly taken over.

In the September 21 Pre-
sidential election, former
Opposition Leader Sajith
Premadasa emerged the
most popular candidate in
Tamil-majority areas.

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Now, elephant calf
abandoned by herd
dies in Bandhavgarh

An elephant calf that was
found ill and abandoned
two days ago in Madhya
Pradesh’s Bandhavgarh Tig-
er Reserve (BTR) passed
away on Sunday morning,
officials said. So far, 11 ele-
phants have died in Band-
havgarh since October 29.
The three-week-old calf
was found in the Panpatha
buffer range on November
8 morning in dehydrated
and weak condition, and
was brought to the Rama
Elephant Camp in the BTR.
Earlier, 10 elephants of a
different herd had died in
the Reserve on October 29,
30, and 31, due to suspect-
ed toxicity from eating
large quantities of kodo mil-
let crop on the night of Oc-
tober 28. Officials say the
calf found on November 8
was from a different herd
and not a case of toxicity.
Dr. Nitin Gupta, Wildlife
Health Officer, BTR, said as
per the preliminary report

Rama Camp. The calf,
which was part of the herd
that lost 10 of its members,
was found in Katni district,
about a week after the
deaths.

The calfthen
ran from there and one of
the staff members broke his
leg trying to stop it,” he
