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What is Conference of the Parties (COP)?
COP is the annual United Nations (UN) climate
meeting

In 1992, at the Rio Earth Summit, 154 countries
signed a multilateral treaty called the United
Nations Framework Convention on Climate
Change (UNFCCC).

It aimed to stabilise greenhouse gas
concentrations at a level that would prevent
dangerous anthropogenic (human-induced)
interference with the climate system.

The treaty came into force two years later, and

since then, countries which are part of the
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Today, there are 198 ‘parties’ or signatories of
the Convention.

COP was a result of a strong belief in the power
of international agreements to tackle
environmental problems

Policymakers of that era believed in a unified
commitment to deal with climate change.

Their belief was strengthened by the success of:
the 1987 Montreal Protocol, an international
treaty designed to protect the ozone layer, and
a 1991 bilateral agreement between the US and
Canada that helped combat acid rain by limiting
the emission of sulphur dioxide (SO2).
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The first ever COP took place in Berlin,
Germany, in 1995:

The first edition of COP entailed a discussion on
how to implement the UNFCCC.

At the meeting, an agreement was reached to
meet annually to discuss action on climate
change and emissions reductions.

In the following two years, another deal was
made that placed international obligations on
the set of rich and industrialised countries to
cut their greenhouse gas emissions by assigned
amounts.

The agreement would become the Kyoto

Protocol as it was adopted in Kyoto, Japan,
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Paris Agreement (COP 21)

The Paris Agreement, also known as COP21, is a legally
binding international treaty on climate change.

It was adopted by 196 parties at the UN Climate
Change Conference in Paris, France in December 2015.
The agreement entered into force on November 4,
2016.

The Paris Agreement's main objectives are:

Limit global warming: Keep global warming below 2°C
above pre-industrial levels, and pursue efforts to limit
it to 1.5°C

Reduce greenhouse gas emissions: Significantly reduce
greenhouse gas emissions by 2100

Support countries: Strengthen countries' ability to deal
with the impacts of climate change

Provide financing: Provide financing to developing
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Azerbaijan to be the host of COP 29
Azerbaijan, as the host, will lead the 29th
edition of the conference.

It will build upon the agenda set in COP 28 in
Dubai. Key points include transitioning away
from fossil fuels to achieve net zero by 2050.
Azerbaijan will aim to guide countries toward
consensus on addressing the climate crisis,
emphasizing the urgency of keeping global
temperatures from rising more than 1.5°C above
pre-industrial levels.

A major issue to be addressed is the unfulfilled
2009 commitment by developed countries to
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What are Nationally Determined Contributions
(NDCs)?

Nationally Determined Contributions (NDCs) are
climate action plans that countries create to
help meet the goals of the Paris Agreement.
NDCs are self-defined pledges that outline how
countries will reduce emissions, adapt to climate
change, and secure funding to support these
efforts. They are short- to medium-term plans
that must be updated every five years with
more ambitious goals based on each country's

capabilities.

Justice Sanjiv Khanna, who
took oath as the 51ist Chief
Justice of India on Monday,
said the core principles of
the judiciary was to pro-
vide equal treatment, fair
opportunity at justice to all
and unbiased adjudication
to all, regardless of status,
wealth or power.

Chief Justice Khanna, in
an official statement re-
leased by the Supreme
Court, said judges had a
“constitutional duty to en-
sure easy access to justice
to all citizens of our great
nation”.

“Judiciary is an integral,
yet distinct and indepen-
dent part of the gover-
nance system. The Consti-
tution trusts upon us the
role of constitutional guar-
dian, protector of funda-
mental rights, and respon-
sibility to fulfil the
important task of being
service provider of justice,”
Chief Justice Khanna said.

He underscored the jud-

iciary’s commitment and
responsibility as “protec-
tors of citizens’ rights and
dispute resolvers”.

The Chief Justice identi-
fied his top priorities as
making judgments com-
prehensible to the citizens,
promotion of mediation,
adoption of focused re-
forms in criminal case
management such as re-
ducing trial duration and
efforts to make litigation
less gruelling. He termed
the judiciary the “third
wing of democracy™.

Chief Justice Khanna
was administered the oath

of office by President Drou-
padi Murmu at the Rash-
trapati Bhavan.

The short but impres-
sive ceremony saw Vice-
President Jagdeep Dhank-
har, Prime Minister Naren-
dra Modi, Ministers,
former Chief Justices of In-
dia, and sitting and retired
judges of the Supreme
Court and High Courts in
attendance.

Six-month tenure

Justice Khanna succeeds
Justice D.Y. Chandrachud,
and is scheduled to retire
on May 13, 2025.

After being sworn in,
Chief Justice Khanna ack-
nowledged the gathered
audience before travelling
to the Supreme Court to
hear the 47 cases listed at
Court One — as the Chief
Justice’s court is called.

Next door, in Court
Two, where he had presid-
ed for months before his
appointment as the Chief
Justice, hangs the life-size
portrait of his uncle, the le-
gendary Justice H.R. Khan-
na, whose championing of
personal liberty during the
dark days of Emergency in
1977 cost him his Chief Jus-
ticeship of India. The story
of the elder Justice Khanna
still resonates as activists
and citizens booked under
draconian laws struggle for
bail.

The Chief Justice, in the
statement, identified case
backlogs, making litigation
affordable and accessible,
and the need for simplify-
ing complex legal proce-
dures as the key challenges
ahead of him during his
six-month tenure.

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Chief Justice of India (CJI):

Qualifications:

The CJI should be a citizen of India.

He/She should:

Have been for at least five years a Judge of a
High Court or of two or more such Courts in
succession or

Have been for at least ten years an advocate of
a High Court or of two or more such Courts in
succession, or

Be, in the opinion of the President, a

distinguished jurist.
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Appointment of the CJI:

The CJI and the Judges of the Supreme Court
(SC) are appointed by the President under
clause (2) of Article 124 of the Constitution.

As far as the CJI is concerned, the outgoing CJI
recommends his successor.

The Union Law Minister forwards the
recommendation to the Prime Minister who, in

turn, advises the President.
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Removal:

He/She can be removed by an order of the
President only after an address by Parliament has
been presented to President.

This should be supported by a special majority of
each House of Parliament (i.e., by a majority of the
total membership of that House and by a majority
of not less than two-thirds of the members of that
House present and voting).

Grounds of Removal: Proved misbehaviour or
Incapacity (Article 124(4)).

Recent Development:

In 2019, the SC ruled that the office of Chief Justice
of India (CJI) comes under the purview of the Right
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The compensation of Supreme Court judges
has been structured into different
components: Basic Pay: The basic monthly
pay is ¥2,50,000 for Supreme Court judges
and %2,80,000 for the Chief Justice of India.
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About Justice Sanjiv Khanna:

Elevated as a Supreme Court judge on January 18, 2019, Justice Khanna
will superannuate on May 13, 2025, after a tenure of a little over six
months. He is among the few judges who were elevated to the
Supreme Court even before becoming the Chief Justice of any high
court.

Justice Sanjiv Khanna started his career as an advocate with the Bar
Council of Delhi in 1983 and initially practiced in the district courts at
the Tis Hazari complex and later moved to the High Court of Delhi and
tribunals.

He had a long tenure as the senior standing counsel for the Income Tax
Department and in 2004 was appointed the standing counsel (Civil) for
the National Capital Territory of Delhi. Justice Khanna also appeared for
a number of criminal cases at the Delhi High Court as an additional
public prosecutor and an amicus curiae.

He was elevated as an additional judge of the Delhi High Court in 2005
and was made a permanent judge in 2006. As a Delhi High Court judge,
Justice Khanna also held the position of chairman/judge-in-charge,
Delhi Judicial Academy, Delhi International Arbitration Centre and the

District Court Mediation Centres.
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Justice Sanjiv Khanna held the post of chairman of the Supreme Court
Legal Service Committee from June 17 to December 25, 2023 and is
currently the executive chairman of the National Legal Services
Authority. He is also a member of the Governing Council of the
National Judicial Academy, Bhopal.

He is the nephew of former apex court judge Justice H R Khanna, who
was part of the landmark verdict propounding the basic structure
doctrine in the Kesavananda Bharati case of 1973.

As a judge of the apex court, Justice Khanna has been a part of several
important rulings. In the case against a journalist over remarks during a
TV show, a bench presided by him refused to quash the FIR saying that
Article 19(1)(a) of the Constitution cannot be pressed into service for
defeating the fundamental right guaranteed by Article 21 if one claims
to the right to speech, the others have the right to listen or decline to
listen.

Justice Khanna, who was part of a three-judge bench dealing with
petitions challenging the clearance for the Central Vista redevelopment
project, had delivered a dissenting view in the matter. He was also part
of several Constitution Bench rulings, including the one upholding the
abrogation of Article 370 of the Constitution and striking down the
