Guru Nanak Jayanti, also called Gurpurab or
Guru Nanak Prakash Utsav, is an important
festival for Sikhs. It celebrates the birth of
Guru Nanak Dev Ji, the first Sikh guru, who
taught unity, equality, and selfless service. In
2024, this special day will be marked with
great respect and joy on November 15,
which will be Guru Nanak Dev Ji's 555th

birth anniversary.
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Guru Nanak Dev?

Birth:

In 1459 at Talwandi Rai Bhoe village near Lahore,
which was later renamed as Nankana Sahib.

He was the first of the 10 Sikh gurus and the
founder of Sikhism.

Wrote compositions which were included in the Adi
Granth, compiled by Guru Arjan (1563-1606), the
fifth Sikh guru.

This came to be known as Guru Granth Sahib after
the additions made by the 10th Sikh guru — Guru
Gobind Singh (1666-1708).

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Guru Nanak (1469 — 1539)

*He is the first Sikh Guru.
*He is the founder of Sikhism.

Guru Angad Dev (1504 —
1552)

*He is the second Sikh Guru.

*Guru Angad compiled the
compositions of Guru Nanak,
to which he added his own in
a new script known

as Gurmukhi.

*Gurmukhi became the sole
medium for the sacred writings
of the Sikhs.

*Guru Granth Sahib, the holy
book of Sikhs, is written in
Gurmukhi script.
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Guru Amar Dass (1479 — 1574)

*He is the third Sikh Guru.

*He strengthened the Sikh
movement by starting the
institutions of Manjis and Piris.

Guru Ram Dass (1534 — 1581)

*He is the fourth Sikh Guru.

*He laid the foundation of the
holy city of Amritsar, which later
developed as the spiritual
capital of the Sikh faith.
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Guru Arjun Dev (1563 — 1606)

*He is the fifth Sikh Guru.

*He was the son and successor
of Guru Ram Dass.

*He built the Harmandar, which
is popularly known as the
Golden Temple, and compiled
and installed the Holy Book, the
Guru Granth, therein.
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Guru Hargobind (1595 — 1644)

*He is the sixth Sikh Guru.

*He built Akal Takhat, the
Throne of the Immortal, and
declared it as the centre of
Sikh temporal authority.

Guru Har Rai (1630 — 1661)

*He is the seventh Sikh Guru.

*He continued the mission of
his predecessors.
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Guru Har Kishan (1656 —
1664)

*He is the eighth Sikh Guru.

*He cured the victims of
smallpox in Delhi and is
remembered in the daily Sikh
prayer as the one whose very
sight dispels all miseries.
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Guru Teg Bahadur (1621 —
1675)

*He is the ninth Sikh Guru.
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Guru Govind Singh (1666 —
1708)

*He is the tenth and last Sikh
Guru.

*The last Guru organised the
Sikhs into a disciplined,
military order of Sikh-saints
called Khalsa (the pure).

*He established the five
symbols

+of Sikhism:
« Kangha (comb),
+ Kesh (long hair),
« Kada (iron

bracelet),

Janjatiya Gaurav Divas is celebrated every year on
November 15 to honor tribal communities'
contributions, especially in India’s freedom
struggle. The day marks the birth anniversary of
Bhagwan Birsa Munda, a revered tribal leader and
freedom fighter. Since 2021, this day highlights the
sacrifices of tribal freedom fighters like the
Santhals, Tamars, Kols, Bhils, Khasis, and Mizos. In
2024, a special event in Jashpur, Chhattisgarh,
marked Birsa Munda's 150th birth anniversary, led
by Dr. Mansukh Mandaviya and joined by state
leaders. The event included a ‘Maati Ke Veer'
Padayatra to celebrate tribal heritage and

contributions to India’s progress.
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Birsa Munda Jayanti, also known as Janjatiya
Gaurav Divas or Tribal Pride Day, is celebrated on
November 15th every year. This day marks the
birth anniversary of Birsa Munda, a brave tribal
leader and freedom fighter. He is remembered for

leading the Ulgulan movement against British rule

and fighting for the rights of tribal people in India.

TURKEY WAS offered partner
country status by the BRICS group
of nations, Trade Minister Omer
Bolat said, as Ankara continues
what it calls its efforts to balance
its Eastern and Western ties.
Turkey, a NATO member, has
in recent months voiced interest
in joining the BRICS group of
emerging economies, comprising
Brazil, Russia, India, China, South
Africa, Ethiopia, Iran, Egypt, and
the United Arab Emirates.
Turkish President Tayyip
Erdogan attended a BRICS lead-
ers' summit hosted by Russian
President Vladimir Putin in
Kazan last month, after Ankara
said it had taken formal steps to
become amember of the group.
“As forTurkey's status regard-
ing (BRICS) membership, they of-
fered Turkey the status of partner
membership,” Bolatsaid inanin-
terview with broadcaster TVNet
on Wednesday. “This (status) is
the transition process in the or-
ganisational structure of BRICS.”
Ankara sees BRICS an oppor-
tunity to further economic coop-
eration with member states,
rather than an alternative to its
Western.

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BRICS?

First informally formed during a meeting of the
leaders of Brazil, Russia, India, and China (BRIC)
on the sidelines of the G8 (now G7) Outreach
Summit in 2006, BRICS represents the grouping
of the world’s leading emerging economies.

In 2010, South Africa joined the grouping to
form what is known as BRICS.

It now includes 9 countries - Brazil, China,
Egypt, Ethiopia, India, Iran, Russian Federation,
South Africa and UAE.
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The inaugural BRIC summit was held in
Yekaterinburg, Russia, in 2009.

During the 6th BRICS Summit in Fortaleza
(2014) the leaders signed the Agreement

establishing the New Development Bank (NDB).

16th BRICS Summit was held in Kazan, Russia.
In January, 2024, the alliance added four new
members — Egypt, Ethiopia, Iran and the UAE.
Saudi Arabia is yet to formalise its BRICS
membership, however its foreign minister

attended the summit.

SIX ACADEMICIANS have been
selected for Infosys Prize-2024,
anannual award presented by the
Infosys Science Foundation (ISF).
The awardees were declared
duringan eventinBengaluruon
Thursday. This year, the age of
the award nominees was low-
ered to 40 years from 50 earlier.
Among the six awardees, three
are presently working in India.
“This year, we refocused to
reward early career researchers
under the age of 40 years, recog-
nising their immense potential
and the promise of paradigm-

changing work,” said Kris
Gopalakrishnan, president, ISE.
He said, “The Infosys Prize
has played a pivotal role in recog-
nising brilliant minds, whose
contributions are shaping the fu-
ture of research and science.”

Siddhesh Kamat, a biologist at
Indian Institute of Science
Education and Research (IISER),
Pune, is the winner of the award
under Life Sciences category. He
studies lipids, their functioning
and their receptors, which are vi-

tal to understanding diseases.
Neena Gupta from Indian
Statistical Institute, Kolkata, won
the Mathematical Sciences award
for her work on Zariski Cancella-
tion Problem, a fundamental
problem in algebraic geometry.

Lecturer at University of
Edinburgh and  Ashoka
University, Mahmood Kooria
won the award in Humanities
and Social Sciences category. He
has worked on understanding
maritime [slamon a global land-
scape with focus on Kerala.

Arun Chandrasekhar from
Stanford University, USA, was
awarded this year's Infosys prize
in Economics. This recognition
comes for his contribution to the
study of social and economic
networks from multiple villages
in Karnataka, using innovative
data sets for developing theoret-
ical methods from machine
learning and computer science.

Physicist Vedhika Khemani,

also from Stanford University, has
been selected for the award for
her theoretical and experimental
work on non-equilibrium quan-
tum matter.

This year's award in the
Engineering and Computer
Science category has been
bagged by Shyam Gollakota from
the University of Washington. His
research work spans engineering
domains ranging from battery-
free computing and communica-
tion, augmenting human audi-

tory sensing using Al
smart-phone based affordable
healthcare and more.

The award carries a cash re-
ward of $100,000, a gold medal
and a citation.
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The Commonwealth of Dominica has
announced that it will award Prime Minister
Narendra Modi its highest national honour, the
Dominica Award of Honour, in recognition of
his significant contributions to the island nation,
particularly during the COVID-19 pandemic.

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Days ahead of G20 summit,
suicide bomber dies in blast
outside Brazil apex court

A MAN killed himself with a
bomb outside Brazil's Supreme
Court after trying to enter the
building on Wednesday, officials
said, stirring security concerns
before the country hosts global
leaders from the Group of 20
major economies.

The blasts come five days be-
fore the G20 heads of state meet
in Rio de Janeiro, followed by a
state visit to the capital Brasilia
by Chinese President Xi Jinping.

The first of two explosions
went off on Wednesday evening
in a parking lot near the court
building and a second blast came
seconds laterin front of the court,
where the man’s body was found.
Federal District Vice Governor
Celina Leao said preliminary in-
formation suggested the man had
killed himself with explosives af-
ter trying to enter the Supreme
Court. She said he owned a
nearby car in which another ex-
plosion blew open the trunk.

The Summit will be attended by 19 member
countries, plus the African Union (AU) and the
EU. The 19 countries are Argentina, Australia,
Brazil, Canada, China, Germany, France, India,
Indonesia, Italy, Japan, the Republic of Korea,
Mexico, the Russian Federation, Saudi Arabia,
South Africa, Turkiye, the UK, and the US. Brazil
will hold the Presidency of the G20 from 1
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December 2023 to 30 November 2024.
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The 18th G20 Summit was held in New Delhi,
India on September 9th and 10th, 2023. The
summit was the first time India hosted the G20

Leaders' Summit.

The theme of the summit was "Vasudhaiva
Kutumbakam", which means "The world is one
