policies worldwide.
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The day raises awareness about the various
threats facing the world’s fisheries, including
overfishing, habitat destruction, and illegal
fishing practices,

while also advocating for the rights of small-
scale fishers, who are often among the most
marginalized and vulnerable groups

worldwide.
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India is the 3rd largest fish producer, 2nd
largest aquaculture nation in the world after
China and the largest producer of shrimp,
India contributes significantly to both
domestic food security and the global
seafood market.

ICC issues arrest warrants for Netanyahu,

THE INTERNATIONAL Criminal
Court issued arrest warrants

In their decision, the ICC
judges said there were reason-

civilian population of Gaza".

Judges said there were also
reasonable grounds to believe
the blockade on Gaza and lack of
food, water, electricity, fuel and
medical supplies "created con-

about the destruction of part of
the civilian population in Gaza,
which resulted in the death of
civilians, including children, due
to malnutrition and dehydra-
tion".

The decision was met with
outrage in Israel.

justice. Hamas welcomed the
warrants against the Israelis.

The warrant for Masri lists
charges of mass killings during
the Oct. 7,2023, attacks on Israel,
and also charges of rape and the
taking of hostages.

6-2, 6-4 victory against Vik-
toria Hruncakova. The vic-
tory capped a stunning
year for Paolini who fin-
ished as runner-up at Ro-
land Garros and Wimble-
don.

Italy, the runner-up to
Canada in last year’s final,
became the ‘world cham-
pion’ for the first time
since 2013.

Slovakia, which won the
competition in 2002, had
never lost a BJK Cup tie in
Spain.

The underdogs defeated
USA, Australia and Great
Britain on a stunning run
to this year’s final.

Italy, captained by Tath-
iana Garbin, defeated Iga
Swiatek’s Poland as well as
Japan at the finals on the
way to winning the tourna-
ment dubbed the ‘World
Cup of Tennis’.

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Italy claimed its fifth Billie Jean King Cup title
on November 20, 2024, defeating Slovakia 2-
0 in the final held in Malaga, Spain. Jasmine
Paolini's commanding 6-2, 6-1 victory over
Rebecca Sramkova sealed the triumph for
Italy, following Lucia Bronzetti's 6-2, 6-4 win
over Viktoria Hruncakova. The victory
marked redemption for Italy after their loss
in the previous year’s final and further
solidified their standing as a dominant force

in women's international tennis.
