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Socialism in India means a welfare

Chief Justice of India Sanjiv
Khanna on Friday said the
idea of ‘socialism’ in India
primarily meant a welfare
state that provides equality
of opportunity for all, and
not a dictatorial dogma
rammed down on citizens.

Heading a Bench com-
prising Justice Sanjay Ku-
mar, the Chief Justice of In-
dia reasoned that the
concept of socialism in In-
dia did not negate the par-
ticipation of  private
players or negate indivi-
dualism.

The Supreme Court was
hearing a batch of peti-
tions, one of them by BJP
leader Subramanian Swa-
my, challenging the inclu-
sion of the words ‘socialist,
secular’ in the Preamble of
the Constitution in 1976
with retrospective applica-
tion. The petitioners have

challenged the validity of
Section 2 of the Constitu-
tion 42nd Amendment Act
of 1976, and particularly
the change in the Pream-
ble. One of the petitioners
argued that the dogma of
socialism cannot prevail
over other ideas, and it was
wrong to force upon the
nation one particular eco-
nomic theory.

Equality of opportunity
“Socialism here means a
welfare state where there
should be equality of op-
portunity for all. It has nev-
er prevented the private

sector from thriving here.
We have all benefited from
the private sector... The
idea of socialism runs

through many Articles of
the Constitution,” Chief

Justice Khanna responded.

Advocate Ashwini Ku-
mar Upadhyay, a petition-
er, said the “Preamble is a
statement of adoption of
the Constitution by the
Constituent Assembly on
November 26, 1949, and
cannot be changed as it is
an unalterable fact”. The
inclusion in the Preamble
was done without States’s
ratification, which reflect-

ed the “will of the people”.
Mr. Upadhyay contended
that the changes made
amounted to a “fraud on
the Constitution”. He
pointed out that the 42nd
Constitution Amendment
Act was passed in the thick
of the Emergency days
when the “voice of the pe-
ople was silenced”.

But the Chief Justice
firmly pointed out that so-
cialism and secularism
were part of the Basic
Structure of the Constitu-
tion.

CPI leader and former
Rajyva Sabha member, Bi-
noy Viswam, represented
by advocate Sriram Parak-
kat, described the pleas as
a ruse to remove ‘socialist,
secular’ from the Preamble
in order to campaign for
votes in the name of reli-
gion. Mr. Parakkat said the
top court had specifically
banned seeking votes in
the name of faith.

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Preamble to the Indian Constitution?

About:

A preamble is an introductory statement in a
document that explains the document'’s philosophy and
objectives.

It was inspired by the Preamble of the Constitution of
the USA.

In a Constitution, it presents the intention of its
framers, the history behind its creation, and the core
values and principles of the nation.

The ideals behind the Preamble to India’s Constitution
were laid down by Jawaharlal Nehru's Objectives
Resolution, adopted by the Constituent Assembly on
January 22, 1947.

N A Palkhivala, an eminent jurist and constitutional
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Components:

It is indicated by the Preamble that the
source of authority of the Constitution lies
with the people of India.

Preamble declares India to be a sovereign,
socialist, secular and democratic republic.
The objectives stated by the Preamble are to
secure justice, liberty, equality to all citizens
and promote fraternity to maintain unity and
integrity of the nation.

The date is mentioned in the preamble when

it was adopted i.e. November 26, 1949.
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Status and Amendability:

Berubari Union Case, 1960: Through the
Berubari case, the Court stated that
'Preamble is the key to open the mind of the
makers’ but it can not be considered as part
of the Constitution. Therefore it is not
enforceable in a court of law.

Kesavananda Bharati vs State of Kerala Case,
1973: In this case, for the first time, a bench
of 13 judges was assembled to hear a writ
petition. The Court held that:

The Preamble of the Constitution will now

be considered as part of the Constitution.
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It held that the Preamble could be amended
under Article 368, subject to the condition
that no amendment is done to the 'basic
structure’ of the Constitution.

Consequently the Preamble was amended by
the 42nd Amendment Act, 1976 and the
terms ‘Socialist’, ‘Secular’, and ‘Integrity’ were
added to the preamble.

‘Socialist’ and ‘Secular’ were added between
‘Sovereign’ and ‘Democratic’.

‘Unity of the Nation” was changed to ‘Unity
and Integrity of the Nation’.
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S R Bommai vs Union of India Case, 1994:
The Supreme Court again held that the
Preamble is an integral part of the

Constitution.

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Nine persons booked for

injuring tiger in Assam

Nine persons were booked in central Assam’s
Nagaon district for throwing stones at a tiger and
potentially blinding the animal that strayed out of
a jungle. According to Forest Department
officials, the police searched the houses of the
people for throwing stones at the tiger. They
were identified from videos of the incident.
Wildlife officials rescued the tiger, bleeding from
several wounds, near a railway bridge on
Wednesday. “People in the area surrounded the
tiger and threw stones at it, causing injuries,” one
of the rescuers said, adding that the tiger was
taken to the Centre for Wildlife Rehabilitation
and Conservation near the Kaziranga National
Park about 60 km east of Jakhalabandha. “The
tiger is recovering but we fear she may lose vision
in one eye,” Sonali Ghosh, director of Kaziranga
National Park and Tiger Reserve, said.

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Chhattisgarh’s new tiger reserve, at heart of animal’s contiguous home

EARLIER THIS month, the Chhattisgarh gov-
ernment notified the Guru Ghasidas-Tamor
Pinglainthe state asIndia’s 56th tiger reserve.

The reserve is expected to help Chhattis-
garhimprove its tiger popula-
tion, which has been dwin-
dling in recent years.

What do we know about
the reserve?

Guru Ghasidas-Tamor Pingla is the
fourth tiger reserve in Chhattisgarh after
Achanakmar, Indravati, and Udanti Sitanadi.
With an area of 2,829 sq km, it is the third
largest tiger reserve in India.

The reserve is spread across four districts
in northern Chhattisgarh’s Sarguja region:
Manendragarh-Chirmiri-Bharatpur (MCB),
Korea, Surajpur, and Balrampur.

It falls between two other tiger re-
serves: Bandhavgarh in Madhya Pradesh

WILDLIFE

and Palamau in Jharkhand. The Sanjay
Dubri Tiger Reserve in Madhya Pradesh is
nearby as well. This makes the new tiger
reserve a part of the biggest contiguous
home for the country's national animal.

Apartfrom tigers, the reserve comprisesa
wide range of wildlife species such as ele-
phants, sloth bears, vultures, peacocks,
wolves, leopards, otters, chitals,
Jjackals, nilgai, bison, hyenas,
langurs, cobras etc.

The reserve is also rich in
flora, with sal, saja, dhavda,
and kusum providing the bulk
of the tree cover. It comprises hills, plateaus,
valleys, and a river system which create a
diverse habitat for its rich wildlife.

What is Chhattisgarh’s current tiger
population?

Currently, there are 30 tigers, including
three sub-adults and two cubs, in the state,
according to Sudhir Kumar Agrawal, Chief
Wildlife Warden (CWLW), Chhattisgarh.
The Guru Ghasidas-Tamor Pingla Tiger
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With an area of 2,829 sq km, the Guru Ghasidas-Tamor Pingla Tiger Reserve is
the third largest in India. Chhattisgarh Forest Department

Reserve boasts five to six tigers at present.

The state's tiger population fell from 46
in2014 to 17 in 2022, the last official tiger
status report by the National Tiger
Conservation Authority (NTCA), released
in 2023, revealed.

How does Chhattisgarh plan to boost its
tiger population?

Agrawal told The Indian Express that to
increase the tiger population “we are pro-
posing to bring a few tigresses [to the new
tiger reserve| from Madhya Pradesh's

Bandhavgarh and Sanjay Dubri to meet the
proportion of male tigers.”

Healso said that several other measures
are being implemented. These include cre-
ating rapid response teams, building a good
rapport with villagers, developing informer-
based wildlife protection/prevention, and
deploying full-time guards.

How are authorities preparing for tiger
conservation?

Authorities are preparing a comprehen-
sive Tiger Conservation Plan (TCP), which will
tackle different challenges that tiger conser-
vation at the reserve may face. This includes:

M Developing a robust road and wireless
connectivity to help patrol the hilly terrain,
which forms more than 50% of the reserve.

M Increasing the prey base for tigers. To
doso, in the past few years, authorities have
been developing grasslands and water bod-
ies. They have also translocated hundreds
of cheetal and wild boars to the reserve from
other places in the state.

M Strengthening the wildlife corridors

with MP which have seen an increase in
tiger population recently. Saurabh Singh
Thakur, director of Guru Ghasidas National
Park, told The Indian Express, “As the popu-
lation of tigers in MP is increasing, the
young and sub-adult tigers will be in search
of anew territory and we have already wit-
nessed tiger migration from MP. So, the for-
estdepartment’s initiatives will be focused
upon grassland development, water re-
source availability, prey base management
and mitigating human-wildlife conflict for
the two corridors from Sanjay and
Bandhavgarh Tiger reserves to enable a nat-
ural transition for them.”

B Creating awareness among villagers
to avoid possible animal-human conflict.
The reserve consists of 42 sparsely popu-
lated villages and the residents will have the
option torelocate voluntarily. They will also
be given priority for jobs related to the re-
serve. Authorities will train residents to run
tourism-related businesses such as tour
guides, homestays, boating, and handi-
crafts, among others.
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Recently, Guru Ghasidas-Tamor Pingla Wildlife
Sanctuary in Chhattisgarh has officially been
declared as the 56th Tiger Reserve of the country.
Guru Ghasidas-Tamor Pingla Tiger Reserve:

The Guru Ghasidas-Tamor Pingla Tiger Reserve
spans from Manendragarh-Chirmiri-Bharatpur,
Korea, Surajpur, and Balrampur districts of
Chhattisgarh.

Total area is 2,829.38 sq. km, with core tiger
habitat of 2,049.2 sq. km and buffer zone 780.15
sq. km.

It is the third-largest tiger reserve in India, after
Nagarjunasagar-Srisailam in Andhra Pradesh and

Manas in Assam.

Climate talks at Azerbai-
jan's Baku, scheduled to
end on Friday, were ex-
tended by another day af-
ter the latest version of the
draft agreement was
deemed unacceptable by
several developing
countries.

At COP-29 in Baku, India
has expressed frustration

At the closing plenary of
a meeting of subsidiary bo-
dies on the Mitigation
Work Programme (MWP)
on Saturday, India said de-
veloped countries, which
had historically contribut-

mate action and continu-
ously shifted goalposts.
“We have seen no progress
in matters critical for deve-
loping countries [during
the past week of the confe-
rence]. Our part of the
world is facing some of the
worst impacts of climate

change with far lower ca-
pacity to recover from
those impacts or to adapt
to the changes to the cli-
matic system for which we
are not responsible,” In-
dia’s deputy lead negotia-
tor Neelesh Sah said.

He said the MWP was

meant to help, not punish,
and must respect each
country’s right to set its
own climate goals based on
its unique needs. If there
were no means of imple-
mentation — financial sup-
port, technology, and ca-
pacity-building — develop-
ing and low-income econo-
mies could not cut green-
house gas emissions and
adapt to its effects.

“How can we discuss cli-
mate action when it is be-
ing made impossible for us
to act, even as our chal-
lenges in dealing with the
impacts of climate change
are increasing,” he asked.

“We now have to meet
our developmental needs
in a situation where the
carbon budget is depleting
and the impacts of climate

change are increasing. We
are being asked to increase
mitigation ambition by
those who have shown no
such ambition,” Mr. Sah
said.

The MWP was created
two years ago at COP-27 in
Sharm el-Sheikh, Egypt, to
help support mitigation.
Consultations on it have re-
mained tense, with deve-
loping countries saying
that it is meant to help na-
tions share ideas, expe-
riences, and solutions.
They argue that it is not
supposed to create new
targets or force any coun-
try to take specific actions.

On the other hand, de-
veloped countries want
the MWP to push for stron-
ger, more immediate ac-
tion from all countries.



UN raises alarm as climate
talks begin in Azerbaijan

The 29th Conference of the
Parties, or COP-29, began
in Baku, Azerbaijan, on
Monday perhaps with
more headwinds than ever
before.

As talks opened, the Un-
ited Nations warned that
the Paris climate agree-
ment’s goals “are in great
peril” and 2024 is on track
to break new temperature
records. The period from
2015 to 2024 will also be
the warmest decade ever
recorded, the UN’s World
Meteorological Organiza-
tion (WMO) said in a new
report.

The re-election of Do-
nald Trump as U.S. Presi-
dent has already cast a sha-
dow over the meet where
the main focus is on agree-
ing on climate financing —
who pays, how much is
needed, and how the funds
would be used to address
climate adaptation, mitiga-
tion and loss/damage.

New WMO data showed
that current global warm-
ing is about 1.3 degrees Cel-
sius higher than the aver-
age of the previous 10
years, compared to 1.2 de-
grees Celsius a year ago,
and the current year is hot-
ter by 1.54 degrees Celsius,
compared to 1.45 degrees
Celsius a year ago.

While Mr. Trump, who
is president-elect of the
world’s biggest economy,
has repeatedly cast doubts
on climate change, wars in
West Asia and Ukraine,
among other crises, have

strained climate diploma-
cy. These could impact the
chances of increasing cli-
mate finance and agreeing
on rules around it, which
are among the primary
goals of COP-29, which is
being labelled “finance
COP”. Mr. Trump has
threatened to pull the U.S.
out of the 2015 Paris Agree-
ment, which he did during
his first term, but the move
was later reversed by Presi-
dent Joseph Biden.

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What is Conference of the Parties (COP)?
COP is the annual United Nations (UN) climate
meeting

In 1992, at the Rio Earth Summit, 154 countries
signed a multilateral treaty called the United
Nations Framework Convention on Climate
Change (UNFCCC).

It aimed to stabilise greenhouse gas
concentrations at a level that would prevent
dangerous anthropogenic (human-induced)
interference with the climate system.

The treaty came into force two years later, and

since then, countries which are part of the
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UNFCCC, meet every year at different venues.

COP was a result of a strong belief in the power
of international agreements to tackle
environmental problems

Policymakers of that era believed in a unified
commitment to deal with climate change.

Their belief was strengthened by the success of:
the 1987 Montreal Protocol, an international
treaty designed to protect the ozone layer, and
a 1991 bilateral agreement between the US and
Canada that helped combat acid rain by limiting
the emission of sulphur dioxide (SO2).
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The first ever COP took place in Berlin,
Germany, in 1995:

The first edition of COP entailed a discussion on
how to implement the UNFCCC.

At the meeting, an agreement was reached to
meet annually to discuss action on climate
change and emissions reductions.

In the following two years, another deal was
made that placed international obligations on
the set of rich and industrialised countries to
cut their greenhouse gas emissions by assigned
amounts.

The agreement would become the Kyoto

Protocol as it was adopted in Kyoto, Japan,
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Paris Agreement (COP 21)

The Paris Agreement, also known as COP21, is a legally
binding international treaty on climate change.

It was adopted by 196 parties at the UN Climate
Change Conference in Paris, France in December 2015.
The agreement entered into force on November 4,
2016.

The Paris Agreement's main objectives are:

Limit global warming: Keep global warming below 2°C
above pre-industrial levels, and pursue efforts to limit
it to 1.5°C

Reduce greenhouse gas emissions: Significantly reduce

(NDCs)?

Nationally Determined Contributions (NDCs) are
climate action plans that countries create to
help meet the goals of the Paris Agreement.
NDCs are self-defined pledges that outline how
countries will reduce emissions, adapt to climate
change, and secure funding to support these
efforts. They are short- to medium-term plans
that must be updated every five years with
more ambitious goals based on each country's

capabilities.
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Key Milestones of COP:

Kyoto Protocol (1997): Established at COP3, the
Kyoto Protocol required industrialized nations
to reduce emissions, setting a collective target
of a 4.2% reduction by 2012 from 1990 levels.
Copenhagen Accord (2009): COP15 introduced
the 2°C warming limit and the principle of
developed countries funding climate actions in
vulnerable nations.
