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Will implement UCC, tribals to be exempt: Shah

UNION Home Minister Amit
Shah said on Sunday that the
BJP will implement the Uni-
form Civil Code (UCC) in
Jharkhand if it wins the up-
coming Assembly elections in
the state, but would keep the
tribals out of the law’s ambit.
“Uniform Civil Code will def-
initely be introduced in
Jharkhand, but the tribal com-
munity will be kept out of its
ambit,” Shah said. “They (The
Jharkhand Mukti Morcha and
the Congress) are spreading ru-
mours that if the UCC is intro-

duced in the state, the art and
culture of the tribal population
will be ruined,” he said.
Releasing the BJP’s manifes-
to, ‘Sankalp Patra’, for
the upcoming elec-
tions in Jharkhand,
Shah alleged that the
JMM-led state govern-
ment has failed to pro-
tect the tribal land
from ‘intruders’. He
said if the BJP forms
government in the
state, it will bring laws to pre-
vent the transfer of tribal land
to infiltrators and take back the
land already grabbed by

them.“If the BJP forms govern-
ment, we will make a law to re-
turn the land to the innocent
tribals of Jharkhand,” Shah
said.

Training his guns
on Soren, Shah said
the chief minister in-
sulted Champai Soren
by unceremoniously
removing him from
the post of CM to sat-
isfy his lust for power.
Reacting to Shah’s
promise to implement the UCC,
Soren vowed that neither the
UCC nor the National Registry
of Citizens will be implement-

Senior BJP leaders including
Jharkhand election in-charge
Shivraj Singh Chouhan, Assam
Chief Minister and co-election
in-charge Himanta Biswa Sar-
ma attended the function to
launch the ‘Sankalp Patra’.

Shah said the BJP will
launch ‘GoGo Didi Yojna' in
the state if elected. Under the
scheme, ¥2,100 will be trans-
ferred to poor women on the
11" day of every month. Be-
sides, free LPG cylinders will
be given to poor households on
Diwali and Raksha Bandhan,
he said.

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What is Uniform Civil Code?

The Uniform Civil Code refers to a single set of
laws governing personal matters such as
marriage, divorce, adoption, inheritance, and
succession for all citizens of India.

The concept of UCC is mentioned in Article 44
of the Indian Constitution as a Directive
Principle of State Policy, which states that the
state shall endeavor to secure a uniform civil
code for citizens throughout the territory of
India.

However, it's important to note that this is not a

legally enforceable right but a guiding principle

Unlike the Parliamentary form of government, in
the Presidential system, there is a clear
demarcation between executive and legislature.
In a presidential system, the executive is not
responsible to the legislature and hence the
government is not dissolved if it fails to enjoy a

majority.
